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WINTER PRESSURES SUPPORT FUNDING
Winter 2024/2025

Before completing the Application Form, please read the following guidelines.
Approval is being sought to offer an amount of funding to the Voluntary, Community, Faith and Social Enterprise sector to provide community based support for those who need additional support this winter. 
Please note; In order to be ready to deliver this funding should it be approved, applications are being invited in advance of this approval. 
Who can apply?
Applications are open to those involved in providing activities which help people in Tameside who need support to eat well, stay warm and healthy and avoid admission to hospital and other crises. Applicants can include voluntary organisations, community groups, community interest companies, social enterprises, development trusts and charities. Projects should be designed to deliver local resilience to the risk of crisis and where possible provide food related support and help people to keep warm. 
Groups of people we are looking to help are people who need support, such as older people,  people living in poverty, people who are homeless, Carers, people with disabilities and anybody  who would otherwise be at risk of significant difficulty with daily living during the winter months.  
All applicants will be asked to confirm that they have the appropriate insurances, governance and risk assessments in place.
What can I ask for?
There are two main grants; 
· Small grants of up to £1,500.
· Larger grants of up to £5,000
(There is also some scope for exceptional projects to apply for a larger sum.) 
Please note:
· Your project must demonstrate knowledge of your group/community and it’s needs and must provide direct support to the resilience and wellbeing of community members who have greater need of support through the winter.
· Planned give aways of tangible items should clearly demonstrate being targeted to those in need. 
· Projects tackling isolation and low mood should demonstrate longer term engagement throughout the project; parties will not be funded.
· Purchases of equipment should be for the benefit of the community your application should explain how the community that you support will benefit from the purchase. Equipment solely for an organisation will not be funded.



If you are unsure about eligibility please contact the Winter Pressures Team for clarification, we would rather be asked than find that people are ruling out their projects and not applying. Contact us and check if unsure. 


Small Grants
The maximum you can apply for is £1,500. Please refer to eligibility criteria and see the notes section above. 
Applications should be completed and sent direct to winterpressuresfund@tameside.gov.uk 
Large Grant
The maximum you can apply for is £5,000. These are for projects that will impact on more than one town/ward and will support the wider community of Tameside and not just in one specific area or members of one organisation.
Applications should be completed and sent to winterpressuresfund@tameside.gov.uk 
Exceptional Grants
These are for larger scale projects which will support and have a positive impact on the health and wellbeing of a larger number of people across the borough. We are open to a range of innovative ideas within this.

It is important that there is evidence of need for these projects and the proposal will require a more in-depth discussion and application. Once the proposals have been discussed and the need has been agreed, you will be encouraged to submit an application.
This is so we can ensure a more targeted allocation of funding where the support is most needed.
Please do not complete application for an exceptional grant until this discussion has taken place.
What is the deadline for applications?
The Winter Pressures Support Funding will be open to applications from 1st November 2024 to 16th November 2024 final approval of this spend is not expected until 19th December.
When will we know if we have been successful?
You will be contacted regarding your application by 23rd December 2024. 
Please note: Where possible we will work with other funding partners and if we feel that your application is better suited to another funding source, we will pass your application on to them for consideration. We are doing this to try and ensure as many groups are funded as possible and we will notify you if this is the case. 
Please note, the final decision on the awarding of grant monies lies with the assessors of the funds who may need to request further information.

Evaluation
We will require you to complete an evaluation form which will include a brief summary of what you have achieved. We will ask for examples which evidence the outcomes of your project, the number of households you have supported, and the number of times that you have supported each household.
You will need to ensure that this is collected throughout the duration of your project.
Evaluations including data must be submitted no later than 2 weeks after the completion of your project. 
Please note if you have been funded in previous years and have not submitted your evaluation  you will NOT be considered for funding this year.
What if I have more questions?
Please do not hesitate to contact the Winter Pressures Team if you have any queries or if you want to talk through any of your ideas. Don’t forget, you must get in contact if you wish to apply for more than £5,000.
